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ABSTRACT

English for Specific Purposes (ESP) is a course that aims to prepare students in using English in a
specific area, it can be academic, professional, or workplace environments. Thus, to provide
proper English material, a teacher requires analyzing the students' needs in ESP. This research
aims to know students need in learning English at STAIN Majene. This research applied mix-
method that combain between qualitative and quantitative method. The subject of this research are
the head of Islamic Education study program students at STAIN Majene, four ESP lecturers, and
123 students of second semester students of Islamic Education study program at STAIN Majene.
The sampling technique is random sampling. The techniques of collecting data are interview and
questionnaire. This research using Google Form to analyze the questionnaire data and the
technique of analyze the interview data are data reduction, display, and verifying conclusion by
Miles and Hubernan’s theory. The result of this research are the material most needed by students
is speaking (81.3%), reading (7.3%), listening (3.3%) and writing (8.1%). While the Islamic topics
needed by students by elaboration between the students and ESP lecturer are ablution, pillars of
faith, pillars of islam, daily greetings, Allah is one, filial piety to parents, good manners, and
Prophet Muhammad. Then, there are also additional topics by the ESP lecturer, such as how to
make a CV, job applications, lecturer biographies and question words for interviews

CHAPTER |

INTRODUCTION
This chapter provides a general explanation of the research. They are research
background, research problem, research objective, research significance, and research

scope.

A. Background of the Research

English in Indonesia is a foreign language. As a foreign language, the use
of English in Indonesia is not mandatory for everyone. But it will be very useful if
we can master English. In the field of formal education in Indonesia, it is
considered that learning English is crucial. So that some schools in Indonesia
make English a compulsory subject with a programmed curriculum and tested in
national exams. But some schools also make learning English to be extra-
curricular learning. It depends on the policy of each school. As part of non-formal
education, English is free to be studied by anyone, be it students or the general
public who need to learn English.

At the university levels in Indonesia, learning English is one of the
subjects included in the field of Personality Development Course. According to
Ministerial Decree of National Education Number: 232/U/2000 in Nur (2018),
these courses is included in the institutional curriculum whose content and
orientation are determined by each institution by the characteristics of the

university concerned. Especially at State Islamic College of Majene (STAIN



Majene), English language learning in non-English study program is given at the
first year. Following the policies and curriculum at STAIN Majene, all non-
English study program such as Islamic education study program, Islamic
communication, broadcasting study program, and sharia economic law study
program are required to take this class. The English learning provided is an
English for specific purposes (ESP).

ESP is an English course that is intended for certain students, with certain
goals as well. The purpose of learning this course is for non-English students to
know and be able to use English according to their field of knowledge. For
example, with English courses, students in Chemistry, Mathematics, Geography,
History, or other study programs will know and be able to use English terms that
are directly related and specific to these fields.

Hutchinson and Waters (1987) state that ESP is an English learning
approach where the learning topics and methods used in the learning are made
based on the need why the learner wants to learn English. This is what underlies
the difference between learning General English and learning English for Specific
Purposes. Where learning English for general purposes focuses on learning
English in general such as for daily communication. while English for specific
purposes requires special materials that are tailored to the needs of students
according to the majors they take.

The process of learning English at STAIN Majene is still less optimal. One

of the factors is because the learning material has not been by the students’ need.



It is because there is no material content set by the study program as a reference
in teaching students. However, the ESP lecturer is a lecturer whose background is
English. Therefore they need cooperation with the department concerned to create
material content that will be taught to students. In addition, there are ESP
lecturers who take material from internet. So that the material content given to
students is still random and does not match what is needed by students at STAIN
Majene.

Based on the description above, the researcher intends to conduct a
research with the topic "Need Analysis of non-English study program students in
learning English at STAIN Majene" as the title of the research. The results are
expected to be used as information for educators as reference material for

developing RPS in the future.

. Problem of the Research

Learning ESP at STAIN Majene is still less optimal because there is no
patent material that is set by the study program as a reference in teaching ESP. It
makes ESP lecturers take material from the internet so that the material taught to
students is still random. Based on the problem, the researcher want to know the
content material that needed by the non-English study program at STAIN

Majene?



C. Research Objectives

This research aims to obtain specific information related to material content is

needed by the students of Non-English study program at STAIN Majene.

D. Research Significance

This research is expected to provide benefits for those who need it, both
theoretically and practically, including:
1. Theoretical Significance
This research is expected to add insight and knowledge related to need analysis in
education and can be used as a reference to develop knowledge about need
analysis in education.
2. Practical Significance
a. For the next researcher
This research is made for helping the next researcher on analyze the students
needs and as a reference for research development regarding need analysis
b. For the Lecturer
The results of this research are expected to be input for ESP lecturer to
conceptualize the learning materials needed by students to improve their
abilities according to their field of knowledge.

c. For the students



This research is hoped that students will get content materials that are

following the needs in their fields and majors.

E. Research Scope

This research will be focused on finding out what content materials that
needed by the second semester of non-English study program students at STAIN

Majene.



CHAPTER II

REVIEW RELATED LITERATURE

This chapter presents a review of related literature. It consists of previous
related research findings, explains some previous research that has similarities and
differences with this research and some pertinent ideas, and explains ESP and need

analysis

A. Previous Related Research Findings

Many researchers have conducted research related to this matter, some of
them are Prachanant (2013) in his article entitled "Needs Analysis on English
Language Use in the Tourism Industry”. He states that needs analysis plays an
important role in developing English for certain curriculum purposes. The
researcher analyzed the needs, functions, and problems of using English by 40
tourism employees. The findings reveal that speaking is the most important, then
listening, reading, and writing. The three most relevant functions of using English
are providing information, continuing to provide services, and offering assistance.
Problems using English include insufficient words and inappropriate expressions,
inadequate vocabulary, and lack of knowledge of grammar.

The second is the research conducted by Kholidi and Nurin (2022) entitled
Needs Analysis of English Language Use in Tourism Industry in Selangor,

Malaysia. This study identifies the needs and problems of using English among



tourism industry employees in Selangor, Malaysia. The researcher used a
questionnaire as primary data which focused on speaking, listening, reading, and
writing skills. By using a descriptive research design, the researcher used a
random sampling technique and selected a sample of 50 people. The results of
this study indicate that in general, the respondents' overall English skill needs are
rated at a high level. Meanwhile, the problem of employees in using English in
the workplace was found to be at a moderate level. The problems faced are less
high compared to their English needs.

The third, research conducted by Yulia Hapsari (2014) entitled “Analysis
of the Needs of Petrochemical Company Operators Learned at the English
Language Training Center, Bontang, East Kalimantan”. The researcher argues
that teacher-student needs analysis involves a negotiating role: identifying what
students expect and what responsibilities the teacher should assume for their
development. It can be very formal, extensive, time-consuming, or informal,
narrow-focused, and fast-paced. Then, the researchers say that it is never enough
to rely on the beliefs and assumptions of teachers and course designers. In
addition, the needs analysis framework has included information that answers the
questions by Hutchinson & Waters, why language is needed, how it is used, and
when it is used. Therefore, this study aims to determine the need for English for
operators of petrochemical companies who are studying English. This case study

aims to reveal data on target needs and learning needs data using qualitative



methods whose instruments include questionnaires and interview guidelines for
research subjects.

The fourth, the research conducted by Sri Sukarni (2016) entitled Analisis
Kebutuhan Bahasa Inggris Mahasiswa Universitas Nusa Tenggara Barat(UNTB).
This study aims to analyze students' English needs for UNTB students. This
research explains that English materials supplied for each major were different
because the topic and technology that was used by particular disciplines for each
major were different. Consequently, the researcher must analyze the students™
needs to find out English materials following their interests and needs. Because of
it, used English for Specific Purposes (ESP) since ESP characteristics were
designed to meet specified needs of the learners and related in content that was in
its theme and topics to particular disciplines, occupations, and activities. The
method of this research was a survey and the instrument of this study was
questionnaires.

The last, the research conducted by Yulianti (2016) entitled "Teaching
English for Special Purposes at the Secretariat Department of the Pati National
Vocational School for Academic Affairs 2015/2016". This research shows that
the teacher's difficulties are difficulties in compiling the ESP syllabus, difficulties
in this availability of ESP textbooks, difficulties in finding activity books for
students, difficulties in the availability of supporting tools, and difficulties in
organizing class activities. The teacher uses a demonstration strategy and role-

plays in teaching the ESP secretariat department at the Pati National VVocational



School. Therefore, the authors suggest that all vocational schools in Indonesia
apply ESP in their compulsory subjects. So the government must regulate the
need to teach ESP. In teaching ESP teachers can use specific strategies that are
most effective for students so that it will be different from teaching English in

general.

Based on previous research above, a needs analysis must be carried out for
each course to suit the needs of students. Related to this research, all researchers
have the same goal, namely to analyze student needs. This research also has
differences. the most significant difference was seen in the research subjects. It
can be seen that in this research, researchers will choose students of STAIN
Majene as research subjects, while Kholidi and Nurin (2022) and Prachanat
(2013) in their research both choose respondents from tourism employess, but the
number of respondents differs. Hapsari (2014) chose the students of english for
petrochemical company operators, Yulianti (2016) the subject of her research is
the Secretariat Department of the Pati National Vocational School, the last is

Sukarni (2016) his subject in his research is the student of UNTB.

Besides having different subjects, this study and previous studies also
have other differences, namely kholidi and Nurin (2022) they used descriptive
research design, used a random sampling, and just used a questionnaire as a

research instrument, while this research will use a mix- research method, used



total sampling to determine the sample, and used two itnstruments, namely

questionnaires and interviews.

B. Some Pertinent Ideas
1. The Origin of ESP

According to Hutchinson and Waters (1987), The development of

human activity converges some trends on why it is important to learn

English for specific purposes. There are three common reasons to explain the

importance of learning ESP.

a.

b.

The Demands of Brave New World

This happened because of the activity of exchanging goods and
services after the Second World War in 1945. English is the key to the
circulation of technology in international trade. At that time the United
States became the largest economic power and they were English
speakers. Therefore, knowledge of English is generally considered a
prerequisite for good education. The acceptance of English as an
international language creates a new generation that knows the specifics

of why they are learning the language.

A Revolution in Linguistics

At the same time due to the increasing demand for English
courses tailored to specific needs. New ideas began to influence the

emergence of language learning. Traditionally, the purpose of linguistics

is to describe the rules of using English, namely grammar. In English
lessons, there are important differences between trading and engineering
English. The English language required by a particular group of learners
can be identified by analyzing the specific linguistic characteristics of

those working or studying.

Hutchinson and Waters said a simple idea:

“If language varies from one situation of use to another, it should be
possible to determine the features of specific situations and then make
these features the basis of the learners' course.”
c. Focus on the Learners

Students have different needs and interests, which will have an
important influence on their motivation to learn a language and its
effectiveness so that they learn faster and better. This provides support
for course development by prioritizing the needs of students as well as

the interests of students.

2. English for Specific Purposes
Paltridge and Starfield (2013) state that ESP courses focus on the
language, skills and genres that correspond to the specific activities that
learners need to do in English. Helen Basturkmen (2006) states that ESP is

understood as preparing students to use English in their academic,

professional, or workplace environments. ESP pays attention to narrower
topics to guide students to build the skills needed to communicate effectively
in the target area.
The Obijective of Teaching ESP

Helen Basturkmen (2006) stated that there are five broad
objectives in teaching ESP that must be reached. Helen Basturkmen, To
reveal subject-specific language use: This objective focuses on how English is
used in the target situation and decides what knowledge should be imparted to

the learners.

a. To develop target performance competencies: the aim is to develop the
learners’ skills in language to perform the activities in the target situation.
The teaching and learning process has to concern with what the learners
should do toward language and what skills are needed to present the
language.

b. To teach underlying knowledge: Helen  Basturkmen argued that
teaching ESP is not only about linguistic proficiency but also the
knowledge of the field of work or study. The learners need to understand
the disciplinary concept as well as the language skill.

c. To develop strategic competence: According to Helen Basturkmen

“Strategic competence is the link between the context of situation and

language knowledge” it also can be defined as the way to communicate
efficiently.

d. To foster critical awareness: In the target situation, the learners will
face the norms of the target situation. This situation demands them to
be aware and understand the target language (in this case, English),
behaviors, or knowledge to act properly. In teaching, the teacher has to
increase the norms and communication practices in the target situation
can be built. Stren’s classification in Helen Basturkmen stated that “this
objective can be linked to the cultural knowledge and affective
objectives.”

The objectives of teaching ESP create a dare for teacher and syllabus
designer to provide a course to reach the objectives above because to
provide a course a teacher and syllabus design have to consider what
material must be given, students’ conditions including learning style to
decide learning strategy, school condition such as facilitation, etc.

4. Need Analysis
According to Songhori (2008) need analysis is one of essential elements
being used to prepare and design one particular language program. Need
analysis in English for specific purposes serves as main resource of
information which contains language points that students need to master.

Bleich in Bouchrika (2021) states that needs analysis definition involves the

process of identification and evaluation of needs. It is the first step that

should be taken in order to successfully develop an effective training
program. Needs analysis is carried out to answer the accuracy and suitability
programs with learners, with curricula and situations in which Language
English will be used. This is where the problems will be revealed barriers to
learning success for learners, characteristics of learners, what situations and
how English is spoken.

There are four stages in conducting a needs analysis according to
Morison (2012), namely planning, data collection, data analysis and
preparing a final report.

a. Planning: what needs to be done; classifying students, who will be
involved in the activities and how to collect them.

b. Data collection: it is necessary to consider the size of the sample in its
distribution (distribution)

c. Data analysis: after the data is collected then the data is analyzed with
considerations: economy, ranking, frequency and needs.

d. Making a final report: in a needs analysis report includes four parts;
analysis of objectives, analysis of processes, analysis of results with

tables and brief explanations, recommendations related to data.

5. Need Analysis in ESP
ESP is a course that aims to prepare students in using English in a

specific area, it can be academic, professional, or workplace environments.

Thus, to provide proper English material, a teacher requires analyzing the
students' needs in ESP. Chams (2017) states that The term “need” itself
indicates the existence of a certain problem that calls for intervention
and resolution. The needs of the students mean some things must be known,
understood, and found a solution to create an effective ESP course.
Hutchinson and Waters (1987) also argued that the term “need” is a
reasonable reason why there is an important thing to con nduct. In short, the
students’ needs analysis tries to find the problems, nature, and cause; and
decides what prime concern must be created. To understand deeper need
analysis.

According to Hutchinson and Waters (1987) in analyzing the learners’
needs, a teacher requires to consider types of needs divided into two types,

they are:

a. Target needs
This type analyzes what the learners must conduct with English in
the target situation. In other words, what are English linguistic
elements that must be learned to communicate in the target area. It can
be more understood by looks some components in the target situation
that are necessities, lacks and wants. Necessities are what the learners
have to know to function English effectively in the target situation.

While the lacks are what are the difficulties faced by students in learning

English and the wants are the students’ opinions and the students’ hope
personally in learning English.
b. Learning needs
Hutchinson and Waters defined learning as the way to think about

what route can be taken to learn English for their specific purpose.

From the explanation above, it can be concluded that target need and
learning are the components that must be existed in the instrument that is
used to analyze the students’ needs. Although the students' need analysis is
the first stage before arranging a course design, it cannot be conducted if the
course designer does not consider the target needs and learning needs of the

students.

The Importance of Implementing Needs Assessment

Because the learner was at the heart of any instructional program, the
idea of analyzing the learner's language needs as a basis for course
development has become almost synonymous with ESP in recent years, and
it has been difficult to think of one without considering the other came to
mind. Therefore, information about his/her language needs helps in profiling
in order to set and implement coherent goals subsequent decisions about
study content. The learner should be able to provide information about the
situations in which he would need to use the language, the ideas he would

like to express and the communicative functions he would like to perform

that are crucial to him. Needs assessment should be cautious due to the
variety and variety of information from different sources Diversity of opinion
on the requirements for general English courses. There are three possible
sources of recourse for students in need of assistance: the needs and abilities
of the students themselves, the needs and abilities of their employers, and the
needs and abilities of academic organizations. Needs interpreted by the
sponsor may not match with the needs experienced by the student. wanting or
feeling can be extreme poles. However, he suggests carefully considering the
desires and desires perceived by the students, and in connection with the
objective and subjective reality of needs, each learning situation should be
considered uniquely and systematically. The need assessment process allows
researchers to justify their assumptions about the soundness of potential
educational needs, and to design a program that is responsive to those needs.
This can help to ensure that the students are as active as possible. Finally, this
focus on meeting student needs will help students learn and apply what they

have learned.

Cuiccio and Slater(2018) state that the purpose of the needs assessment
is to help educators identify, understand, and prioritize the needs that districts
and schools must address to improve performance. analysis is very necessary
in ESP courses because learners have specific needs. Therefore, each learner,

or a study group will have different needs with another person or group. The

needs of students this year are different from the needs of students from the
same major but 3 years ago, as well as 2 years later. Apart from the different
needs of learners, the needs of the institutions that shelter them are also
different. This makes ESP in universities different so it needs an analysis that
really characterizes the teaching materials used by the ESP program. In
addition, analyzing needs is one of the tasks of the teacher because it is the
teacher who knows the condition and potential of the learner. Needs analysis
that can be used later for material development can also have a positive

impact on the developer's finances.

Syllabus component

According to Education and Training Center Tim (2016) Syllabus is a
learning design in a particular subject group or theme which includes
competency standards, basic competencies, subject matter/learning, learning
activities, competency achievement indicators, assessment, time allocation,
and learning resources. The explanation of syllabus components is:
a. ldentification

Identity includes; name of unit or institution, name of subject,

level/degree/class.

Competency Standards

Competency Standards: Standards of knowledge, skills, and attitudes that
must be possessed by students to do a task that is in accordance with what
is required.

Basic Competence

Basic Competencies: competencies consisting of attitudes, knowledge
and skills that are sourced from core competencies that must be mastered
by students.

Main Material

Core material which describes the main competencies that are grouped
into affective, cognitive and psychomotor aspects to achieve hard skills
and soft skills.

Learning Activities

Learning activities contain a series of activities that must be carried out
by students sequentially to achieve basic competencies. Learning
activities are designed to provide learning experiences that involve
mental and physical processes through interactions between students,
students and educators, the environment, and other learning resources in
order to achieve competence.

Indicator

Indicator is an indication or information that is used as an indicator as a

benchmark for the development and mastery of students.
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g. Assessment (Technique, Type, Form, Instrument)
Assessment is a criterion regarding mechanisms, procedures, and student
learning outcomes assessment instrument.

h. Time Allocation
The time allocation listed in the syllabus is an estimate of the average
time to master the basic competencies needed by various students.

i. Sources/Materials/Tools
Learning resources are references, objects and/or materials used for
learning activities, in the form of print and electronic media, resource
persons, as well as the physical, natural, social and cultural environment.
Determination of learning resources is based on competency standards
and basic competencies as well as subject/learning materials, learning

activities, and indicators of competency achievement
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CHAPTER Il
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

A. Research Design

Following the research question, the researcher used mix-method as a
research method. The mixed-method is a research method that combines two
methods, namely qualitative and quantitative. Creswell (2014) states that the
mixed-method involves the collection and "mixing" or integration of both
quantitative and qualitative data in a study. This method can be used to find better
research results than when using only one method. In this research, the researcher
collected qualitative data by conducting interviews and quantitative data by

distributing questionnaires.

B. Research Instrument

The research instruments that were used in this research are as follows:

1. Questionnaire
A questionnaire is the number of questions used to acquire the information
from students as informants, i.e., a questionnaire is a technique of collecting
data conducted by giving questions and statements to informants (Sugiyono,
2017). The set of questions in this questionnaire was designed using the
theory of Hutchinson and Waters (1987). In this questionnaire, informants

were expected to provide valid answers according to the situation that occurs
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to them. These results answer the problem of what is needed by students of
Islamic education study programs in learning English at STAIN Majene. The

numbers of questionnaire are 15.

2. Interview
An interview is a face-to-face meeting of people, primarily for
consultation, (Online Oxford Dictionary, 2022). So the interview is a face-to-
face question and answer activity between the interviewer and the
interviewee, to obtain data or information about the perceptions, opinions, or
attitudes of the interviewees related to the problem under study. Interviews
were used as an instrument in data collection. There are 13 questions for
informants that explore learning tools, topics, problems, assessments, and

hope.
C. Population and Sample

Researcher focused on knowing the students’ needs of non-English study
program in learning English at STAIN Majene. In this case, the researcher chose
Islamic Education study program since this department has the biggest number of
students in STAIN Majene. English for Islamic Studies subject is programmed
regularly in the second semester. This research involved six classes of the second

semester at academic years of 2021-2022.
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The total population was 204 students. In order to obtain more valid data, the
researcher used random sampling technique. thera were 123 students of Islamic

education study program became the sample and fulfilled the questionnaire.

In addition, the numbers of lecturer who teached English for Islamic studies in
that period were four. The researcher used total sampling for joining quantitative
data, the researcher gained qualitative data for interviewing all lecturers. Moreover,
this research also involved the head of Islamic Education to e interviewer in order to
enforce the lecturers’ perspective toward need analysis of non-English study program

students at Islamic Education.

D. The Procedure of Collecting Data
Data collection techniques needed by researchers in qualitative and

quantitative research are as follows:

1. Interview
The researcher began the interview process with the ESP lecturers and the
head of the Islamic Education study program. Then, the researcher asked
directly about the questions that have been provided. In addition, the
interview processes were conducted through two ways: by face-to-face
between the researcher and the informants and phone calls following the

requests of the informants. To get valid information from informants,
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researchers recorded it during the interview process is complete. Eventually,
the recorded interviews were transcript.

2. Questionnaire

The students were given the questionnaire using a Google form, and the
link of the Google form was shared directly by the researcher to the students
chairman via WhatsApp. Next, the student’s chairmen were asked to
distribute it to the students. after the students finish to answer the

questionnaire, the result was stored in the researchers' email in the tabulation.

E. The Technique of Data Analysis
1. Interview

The data collected from the respondents were analyzed by using

qualitative from Miles and Huberman (2014) through interviews and

questionnaire. There are four stages of this method, are these:

a. Collection
The data were collected by conduct interview to the ESP lecturer and the
Head of Islamic Education study program.

b. Reduction
At this step, the audio recording data obtained from interviews with ESP
lecturers and the head of the study program were selected and abstracted

according to the focus of the questionnaire.
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c. Display
The reduced data were displayed in the form of a description or narrative
text. The data displayed were more structured and organized data to be

concluded at a later step.

d. Verifying conclusion
After analyzed the displayed data, then the researcher verified some
conclusion including what materials that should be included in the lesson

plan of English for Islamic Studies course.

2. Questionnaire

This research used a semi-open multiple choice questionnaire in which
students might choose more than one answer and can add other answers. The
questionnaire were distributed to students via Google Form, so that, the
results of the questionnaire were analyzed automatically by Google Form.
After that, the researcher got the percentage of each answer chosen by the
students.

For students who had chosen more than one answer, the data also were
analyzed automatically by Google Form as well as students who add other
answers. Even the answer was added in the tabulation of the Google form as a
new answer option. Thus, each student's answer was accommodated by the
researcher and no information was eliminated. The results of the analysis by

Google form displayed the percentage tendency of each point of the answer to

each question. The researcher examined if the answer has similarities with the
answers that have been provided. So that, the answer might be classified into
the answers that have been provided. But if the answer was not included in

one of the answers that had been provided then it became a new option.
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CHAPTER IV

FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION

This chapter presents about findings and discussion to answer the problem in
chapter two which about the content material that needed by the students of Islamic
Education Study Program at STAIN Majene in English for Islamic Studies course.

A. Findings

This research used two instruments, namely interviews and questionnaires.
First, interviews were conducted with four ESP lecturers and the Head of the
Islamic Education Study Program which were carried out in both face to face and
via phone starting on Tuesday, August 09, 2022 — Saturday, August 13, 2022.
Furthermore, questionnaires were distributed to students of the Islamic Education
Study Program with a total of 123 respondents which began to be distributed on
Tuesday, 09 August 2022-Saturday, 14 August 2022.

The problem behind this research are that there was no patented material as
a reference for ESP lecturers in teaching, so that the material taught to students
are not same and unaccordance with student needs. Therefore, researcher
conducted this study so that students could get the material according to their
needs. To analyze the needs of students, the researcher used the theory of
Hutchinson and Waters (1987) which states that in analyzing the learners' needs, a

teacher requires to consider types of needs divided into two types, they were

target needs and learning needs. The source of data related to target and learning
needs was the elaboration of both instruments: interview and questionnaire.
1. The Result of Interview
The researcher conducted interview with the head of the Islamic
Education Study Program on Tuesday, August 9, 2022 and interview with the
ESP lecturer on August 10-13 ,2022.
a. Interview with the head of the Islamic Education Study Program
The results of the interview explained that the study program had not
prepared lesson plan (RPS) and teaching materials as a reference.
However, the head of the study program gave the responsibility to
lecturers of the English Education Study Program as ESP lecturers. In
interview, she said:
“..No, the study program did not prepare the RPS, but it was entrusted

to the permanent English lecturer who taught English for Islamic
Study to prepare the RPS.”

The head of the Islamic Education study program hopes that at least
students who have studied this subject was able to read and understand
references in English, so that when doing their final project or thesis they
do not only take references in Indonesian sources but also in English
sources.

“As the head of the study program, the course aims to make students
able to at least read references in English....”
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The head of the study program also hopes that by learning English,
students could enrich their knowledge of learning methods and strategies
that will be implemented in teaching when they become teachers.

“The students are expected to be rich in learning methods or
strategies that can be implemented when they become teachers

Trlm?;ig in line with the learning achievement which was also conveyed
by the head of the study program during the interview. Students need to
read references in various languages in order to examine the implications
of developing or implementing science and technology that pays attention
to and applies humanities values according to their expertise. This
knowledge is then very helpful for students when compiling a scientific
description of the results of their studies in the form of a thesis or final
report.

According to her, the time of the implementation of the ESP course is
enough with two SKS as long as the English subject part 1 is carried out
well. When students do not complete the first part, namely basic English,
they will get difficulties in learning English for Islamic Studies because
the material is more difficult.

b. Interview to the ESP lecturers
The first interview was with ESP lecturer 1 which was carried out on

Wednesday, August 10, 2022. The lecturers did not prepare RPS as a

reference material in teaching. It was because the lecturer adjusted to the
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student's abilities. Even so, he agreed that RPS was needed to be a reference
material in teaching. The lecturer prepared materials in teaching so that he
was directed even though he does not use RPS.
“,...I didn't prepare the RPS because I adjusted it to the student's
needs....”

The lecturer conducted teaching through WA group, whether it was

providing material.
“I usually use WA to post materials...”

He taught students not only general English but also material in the
context of Islam, for example, the procedure for ablution, halal and haram
food, and others.

“The material is usually related to religion, Islamic education. For
example, the material for ablution procedures, halal food and others.”

The material given to students was sourced from internet, so the lecturer
downloaded materials on low level English for Islamic Studies. That was
because he adjusts to the students' abilities.

“...So, I downloaded the material and then I shared it with them...”

The lecturers also stated that the average level of students’ ability in
learning language components (vocabulary, grammar and pronunciation) and
skills was still very low. Even though the speaking was still low, most of the
students still were able to translate. That was because the students used tools

such as dictionaries. As a result, the students can follow the lesson well. He

said:
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“Actually, their ability is not good. It's not bad, but it's not very good,
because if | look at their speaking skills, they may still be low, but when
they translate they can because there are many tools to translate. Even
when | write, | direct them to write in Indonesian and then translate. But |
emphasize the Indonesian language so that the structure of the Indonesian
language is good so that the translation results are good.”

In interview, the lecturer said that he did not find any significant problems
while teaching because most of the material was about reading and translating
activities. Students might use smartphone more. Speaking and listening
practices were only conducted occasionally. So, the main problem is only
when the network of student's smartphone is interrupted, and even then it
happens only occasionally. The lecturer also said that he focused on assessing
processes, such as the authenticity of student assignments. For future English
courses, he hopes that students' abilities in basic of English will be further
improved. If it is not enough to learn English within two semesters, it is better
to hold additional activities or programs to increase students' abilities. The

lecturer states:

”Actually there are no significant problems in learning English so far. The
reason is that, because the media | use is only cellphones in teaching in
class, because they translate the text using google translate but they don't
translate the text directly into paragraphs but | direct them to translate
sentences. Because | want them to understand that this vocabulary means
this. so the problem is that their HP network is bad or what. Then for their
assignment, | asked them to make videos, for example halal food, so |
taught about the topic of halal and haram. Then they make videos, for
example the halal food they meet, then the material about ablution they
record their own voices”.

The second interview is the ESP lecturer 2 who was interviewed on Friday,
August 12, 2022 said that he always prepares RPS in ESP courses before

teaching in class. The RPS used is a self-made RPS sourced from books and the
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internet. The material is then modified as needed by students majoring in Islamic
education.

"I have an RPS that | have made myself, | take from book and internet, i take
from the example and | continue to adapt/modify it according to the needs of
students in the Islamic education study program".

This is done because according to him, some students have low basic skills that
they should have acquired in the first semester, such as vocabulary, grammar or

pronunciation. Therefore, it provides light materials to suit students' abilities.

"The problem is that some students' vocabulary is still lacking and
understanding of the basic theory of English is also still lacking, so I
provide low-level materials to adjust students' abilities"

The lecturer hopes that in the future, the students can pay more attention to the
courses in the first semester. Then, when they move up in the next semester they

can be better and students do not have to repeat basic of English learning.

"My hope is that students will pay attention to their lessons in semester 1
so that when they move up the level they can be better. because if not,
when they are in the next semester they will return to learning from the
basics"

In the teaching and learning process, the learning method that used by the

lecturers are question & answer method and group discussion.

"The teaching method is still a lecture method, question and answer and
sometimes discussion groups to present in front of the class".

While the media, the lecturer usually uses in teaching are power point and zoom.

"When | teach online about 8x meetings, | only use zoom and powerpoint
then when offline | usually show videos that show reactions and give roll play
assignments but mostly use powerpoint media".
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This lecturer state that the average ability level of students reaches 50% who are
able to follow the course learning process well, as seen in the discussion and
group percentages.
"Overall, the vocab is still lacking even though they should have known it
because it was obtained when they were in high school, and the same with
grammar, pronunciation and reading, only some of them had good

understanding. But they can follow the material well as seen during
discussions and presentations".

For the form of assessment he said that he judged from his attendance,

participation in the learning process and from their exams.

"I judge him by his attendance, participation in the study process and from his
exams".

The third interview is the ESP lecturer 3 who was interviewed on Friday
August 12, 2022 said that she had an RPS in teaching English for Islamic Studies

course. RPS was obtained from the department to be used as a reference.

"I have an RPS, but it's an RPS from the department itself to be a
reference".

The lecturer states that the RPS is good and in accordance with what is needed
by students of the Islamic Education study program. That is because the
material provided is related to the department, which is Islamic, not like in the

first semester who only studied general and basic material.

"What | saw was that the RPS was good because it was about reading texts
related to Islamic majors, not like the first semester™.

Some of the media that she usually uses in teaching are power points,
asking students to make CV (Curriculum Vitae) using the canvas application to
practice their skills and also giving the task of making question and answer

videos with their friends.

"... lalso asked students to make CV using the canvas application, and I also
gave them the task of making a question and answer video with their friends".

In the lecturers opinion, some students have a high level of understanding, some
are medium and some are even low, but all of them can follow the material well

according to him.

"The level of understanding is high, there is medium and there is low, but
all students can follow the lesson well".

In assessing the students’ achievement, the lecturer assessed the students' abilities
from their reading, speaking and also their assignments, both individually and in
groups, the scores for each component were combined to get the final score.

"I judge students from their reading, speaking and | also value their
assignments, both individually and in groups".

He hopes that for future English courses, hopefully there will be more references
that are in accordance with their majors so that they can help students achieve the

learning goals that have been set.

"Hopefully there will be many more references that match the department
and also the class room".

The last interview is with lecturer who was interviewed on Saturday,

August 13 said that she had tried to compile the RPS for the English for
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Islamic Studies course. But the RPS is not in accordance with the needs of
students because it is only based on the will of the lecturer. According to her,
RPS that is made based on the students needs so that learning English can be

carried out properly.

"Yes, the RPS had actually been prepared together before with other
lecturers. but not based on student needs...".

In the English for Islamic Studies course, it turns out that not only material
about Islam is taught but there are also some general materials, such as how to
introduce themselves, how to make a CV, write a biography and how to write

an application letter.

"...So we are looking for materials that are actually related to Islamic
studies itself. So, for example, the pillars of faith, the pillars of Islam, but
not only material related to Islamic studies but we also include some
materials that students need when they finish studying at STAIN, such as
how to make a CV, cover letter, and job interviews...".

The Islamic materials that are usually given to students are the pillars of
faith and the pillars of Islam. Some of the media she usually uses in teaching
are power point, LCD, EdLink, WA group, Google Classroom and Hot

Potatoes Exercises.

"If you ask the media, it's definitely PowerPoint, for example, ma'am
didn't get an LCD, so the power point was shared with them via Edlink,
WA group, Class room. Because | rarely get an LCD, so students use HP
media more. When asked by other media, | usually use hotpotatos as an
exercise for them. So for example, if there is reading material that ma'am
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gets in the form of books. There was an exercise which I then made in
hotpotatos to make it more interactive".
The method used is cooperative learning method where the students work

in group.

"If the method usually | use more fair work. So usually | ask students to
work in groups on group assignments or | ask them to work in pairs. Fair
work is usually used when ma'am gives tasks such as describing friends or
whether they are in pairs interviewing each other".

This lecturer argued that the average ability level of students is already

50% who are able to follow the learning process of this course well. However,
there are also students whose average scores are still very low. Even the
student couldn't count from 1-10.

"As for the assessment, personally, | assess attendance, activities,
assignments, and then there are UTS and UAS. In the past, ma'am gave 30-
30% for each component. But now | give each 25%".

The form of assessment that she used was the accumulation of the aspects
of attendance, activeness, assignments, middle test and final test.

"As for the assessment, personally, | assess attendance, activities,
assignments, and then there are UTS and UAS. In the past, ma'am gave
30-30% for each component. But now | give each 25%".

According to her, during the learning process, the problem that
encountered was the students were actually not ready to be taught higher
material because their basic of English was still very low.

"that they are actually not ready to be taught higher material. Maybe when
they study in semester 1, maybe they don't pay much attention or are
indifferent to learning English because they think it is only a general course"™.

In the future, she hopes that the material taught to students is in

accordance with students needs and the topic will focus on Islamic Studies
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material. Even if there is general material such as making a CV, it is only as
sub part of the material taught to students.

"something is taught related to what ma‘'am mentioned earlier, for example
making a CV, it becomes a sub part of the material that is taught to them. So
at the beginning they were still taught about Islamic studies itself, and they

continued to insert materials that became their needs but did not become the
main material".

2. The Result of Questionnaire

Target and learning needs are also taken from the results of questionnaire
data analysis distributed to students of the second semester Islamic Education
study program, totaling 123 students. The number of questionnaires is 16
questions. Here are the descriptions:

a. What is your reason for studying English?

There are three answer choices provided by the researcher and there
are five additional answers from students. The five additional answers were
identified first, one answer was found to be similar to the provided answer,
1 answer was set to be the new answer option, and 3 answers were similar
so that they were combined and became the new answer option. So, the
researcher concludes that more students choose the answer "to be able to
communicate using English” with a percentage of 67.5%. Not much
different from the first answer, 65% of students chose the answer "English
as an international language”. Moreover, 18.7% of students chose the

answer "because it is mandatory”, 2.4% of students chose the answer
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"because they like English” and 0.8% of students chose the answer "to

increase knowledge and insight". This is the chart of the following data:

b. What method do you like most in learning English?

The answer choices provided for this question are 10 choices and
students add 1 new answer choice. So the total choice of answers is 11. The
answer most chosen by students is "memorizing vocabulary”, with a total
percentage of 63.4%. In the second position is "explaining with the help of
the blackboard" with a total percentage of 61.8%. Furthermore, 41.5% of
students chose the answer “explaining with the help of LCD/power point”,
34.1% of students chose the answer “game”, 30.9% of students chose the
answer “Question and answer”, 30.1% of students chose the answer
“demonstrate in front of the class”, 26.8% of students answered “explain
using pictures”, and 25.2% of students chose the answer “outside class

activities”. For answers to role playing and self-study, both were chosen by

38



students with a percentage of 13% each. Finally, as a new option, the
answer to “watch anime with English subtitles” is only 0.8%. This can be

seen in:

From the students' perspective, most of them chose speaking as the most
needed skill with a total percentage of 81.3%. However, 8.1% of them chose
writing as the most needed skill. Furthermore, only 7.3% of students chose
reading skills and the least chosen skill by students was listening with a total

percentage of only 3.3%. This can be seen in:

The answer options for this question are 6. The answer dominantly chosen
by students is "listening to the conversation” with a percentage of 88.6%. The
answer “listening to descriptive text” was chosen by students with a percentage of
32.5%. The other students chose the answer “listening to the news reading” with a
percentage of 22%. Additionally, as many as 18.7% of students chose the answer
"listening to the procedure text" and 6.5% of students chose the answer "listening
to the report text" as the required listening material. This can be proven by looking

A total of 40.7% of
students chose the answer "presentation of the results of the discussion”.

with students, with a percentage of 38.2%. Moreover, there are 37.4% of students
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who choose the answer “expressing opinion™. Last, the answer that was chosen the
least by students was explaining how to make something, with a percentage of

For reading material, most students choose the answer "reading
conversational text" as the material they need. The percentage of students who
chose the answer reached 78.9%. While the answer "reading descriptive text"
became the second option as the reading material needed by students, with a
total percentage of 48%. The third alternative is the answer "reading the news"
with a percentage of 41.5%. Next is reading the procedure text with a
percentage of 30.9%. For the answer "reading opinions"”, there are 27.6% of
students who choose it as the reading material they need.

The answer to this question is that 76.4% of students chose "daily
greetings”, 61.8% of students chose "Allah Almighty", 56.1% of students chose
"filial piety to parents”, 52.8% of students chose " grammar", 47.2% of students
chose "prophet Muhammad SAW", 38.2% of students chose "prayers”, as well
as "pillars of Islam" with a percentage of 38.2%, the pillars of faith were chosen
by students with a total of 35 ,8%. Finally, there are new answer choices added

by students, English lectures with a percentage of 0.8%.

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3. Target Needs
a. Necessities
From the elaboration of interviews with the Head of the study program
and lecturers, here are the necessities for the students:
1) Reading comprehensive of English references
2) Islamic material
3) Self-introduction; writing: CV, biography, job application letter
Meanwhile, from the students’ perspective the needs of the students
are:
1) Skills: speaking (81.3%), writing (8.1%), reading (7.3%), listening (3.3%)
2) Speaking material: describing something (69.9%), the percentage of
discussion results (40.7%), and discussing current issues (38.2%)
3) Writing material: writing conversational text(67,5%), writing descriptive
text(40,7%), and writing news(38,2%)
4) Reading materials: reading conversational texts (78.9%), reading
descriptive texts (48%), and reading news (41%)
5) Listening material: listening to conversations (88.6%), listening to
descriptive texts (32.5%), listening to opinions (28.5%)
b. Lacks
The results of the interview and questionnaires show that students are

lack of vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation, and fluency of speaking.

5. Recommendations of Lesson Plan
After analyzing the target needs and learning needs, the researcher will
describe the results of the two into students' needs in learning English. It is

made based on the syllabus component which includes learning achievements,
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learning materials, libraries, learning media, assessments, learning forms,

methods, and assignments. Here are the details:

. Learning achivements

Based on data analysis from students and lecturers, the researcher found
that the learning outcomes namely students are able to communicate using

English, students are able to read English references, students ate able to

implement English knowledge in the field of work, and students are able to

learn English vocabularies in the context of Islam.

. Learning materials

1) English Skills: based on the findings, the skill which is mostly needed by
students is speaking skills, but the ones suggested by the lecturers are
reading and writing skills.

2) Reading materials: based on the findings, the reading materials most needed
by students are reading conversational texts, reading descriptive texts, and
reading news.

3) Listening material: the researcher found that the most needed listening
materials by students are listening to conversations, listening to descriptive
texts, and listening to opinions.

4) Speaking material: after conducting the research, the researcher found that
the speaking material that are mostly needed by students are describing
something, presenting the results of the discussion, and discussing current

iSsues on campus.
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5) Writing materials: based on the results of the research, the writing materials
needed by students are writing conversational texts, writing descriptive texts,
and writing news stories.

6) Topic material: based on the highest percentage score, the material topics
most needed by students are making a CV, job application letter, question
word, ablution, pillars of faith, daily greetings, Allah is one, filial piety to
parents, good manners, and the Prophet Muhammad.

. Learning sources

The results of the study found by researchers that the sources of the
material are from books and the internet.

. Media and learning facilities

Based on the results of the study, the researchers found that the learning
media needed by students are the use of blackboards, LCD screens, pictures,
power points, applications (WA, class rooms, and hot potatoes), libraries,
language labs, real media, and English language tapes.

. Learning Assessment
The results of the study revealed that the indicators for the assessment of

students are attendance, activity, assignments (daily assignments, mid-semester

exams and final semester exams), and the learning process. Each of these

components weighs 25% or 30%, respectively.
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. Learning activities

Based on the results found by the researchers, the forms of learning
recommended by students are vocabulary pronunciation exercises, interpreting
vocabulary, making sentences/paragraphs/essays, games, and answering
questions given by the lecturer.
. Learning method

After conducting the research, the researcher found that the learning
methods needed by the students were discussion, group, pair works, and
conventional methods.
. Assignment

The results of the study revealed that the forms of assignments required
by students are group work, essays, multiple choice and direct question and

answer.

i. Obstacles

Based on the results of the study, the obstacles encountered by students
are pronunciation, vocab, and fluency.
j. Hope

The expectations that students need based on the results of the study are to
be able to speak English well, have a lot of vocabulary, and can write English

well and precisely.
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B. Discusion

The process of analyzing the needs of non-English students is analyzed
using the theory of Hutchinson and Waters (1987) which says that in conducting a
needs analysis, students need to know their target needs and learning needs first.
In this analysis, the first step the researcher took was to conduct interviews with
the head of the Islamic education study program and four ESP lecturers and
distribute questionnaires to students to determine their target needs and learning
needs. In the results obtained from each respondent there are several differences,
so the authors combine all the data so that there is a balance between all of them
and produce the appropriate elaboration. At the stage of knowing the target needs,
the researcher first knows the necessities, lacks and wants. In this finding, the
necessities obtained from the results of the elaboration between the head of the
study program and four ESP lecturers and 123 students are reading
comprehensive of English references, Islamic material, Self-introduction; writing:
CV, biography, job application letter, Skills: speaking (81.3%), writing (8.1%),
reading (7.3%), listening (3.3%), Speaking material: describing something
(69.9%), the percentage of discussion results (40.7%), and discussing current
issues (38.2%), Writing material: writing conversational text(67.5%), writing
descriptive text(40.7%), and writing news(38.2%), Reading materials : reading
conversational texts (78.9%), reading descriptive texts (48%), and reading news

(41%), Listening material: listening to conversations (88.6%), listening to
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descriptive texts (32.5%), listening to opinions (28.5 %). This finding also shows
that students are lack of vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation, and fluency of
speaking. Furthermore, this finding also shows that students' desires in learning
English are students want to be able to speak English fluently, be able to write
English sentences, and have vocabulary. In addition, the lecturer also suggested

providing an additional program to enrich the ability to master English.

At the stage of knowing the learning needs, researchers first find out why
students learn and how students learn. In this finding, the reason students learn is
To be able to communicate using English (67.5%), English is an international
language (65%) and It is a compulsory subject (18.7%) while How to learn is
Translating, the application of IT in learning: PPT, LCD, EdLink, WA group,
classroom, and hot potatos., Memorizing vocabulary (63.4%), explaining with the
help of a blackboard (61.8%), explaining using PPT/LCD (41.5%), games (
34.1%), using media: whiteboard (74%), LCD (55.3%), Activities: pronounce
vocabulary (68.3%), translate vocabulary (65%) and write

sentences/paragraphs/essays(45%).

English for specific purposes is understood as preparing students to use
English in their academic, professional, or workplace environments
(Basturkment, 2006). In this case, the English for Islamic Studies course
programmed in the Islamic Education study program should cover the needs of

students to use English in their academic and working life. The finding shows
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that, in academic life, the students are recommended to read references using
English as an effort to enrich their knowledge and support the process of thesis
writing. On the other hand, the lecturers suggest providing the teaching material
of writing a CV and letter of job application to support the working life in the

future.

Among four skills, speaking is chosen dominantly by the students as the
target need where there are 81.3% of students chose this skill, while writing
(8.1%), reading (7.3%), listening (3.3%) . This finding is in line with the previous
study conducted by Prachanant in 2013. The previous findings reveal that
speaking is the most important, then listening, reading, and writing. Meanwhile,
this research shows that speaking is in the first option, then writing, reading, and
listening. In addition, both findings which propose speaking as the main target
need support the statement from Zyoud in 2016. He explained that it is one of the
productive skills which is the evidence of a student that how much she or he is
competent in a language. In the context of this research, the students of Islamic
Education study program realize that having a good speaking skill may indicate a

person as a language user.

Hutchinson and Waters (1987) classified target needs into three categories.
They are necessities, lacks, and wants. Necessities refer to the knowledge of
students and teachers related to the functions of English in their target situation.

In this case, the Head of the study program, the ESP lecturers, and the students
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have different opinions. According to the Head of the study program, reading
comprehensive becomes a fundamental need. On the other hand, the lectures
stated that writing for working purposes is important, while the students chose
speaking dominantly. The next analysis from ESP lectures is needed to cover all

needs and interests and present them in RPS.

Furthermore, the data shows that the students have problems namely lack of
vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation, and fluency of speaking. Especially for
vocabulary, the ESP lecturers and students suggest some contextual terms such as
ablution, pillars of faith, Allah is one, filial piety to parents, good manners, and
the Prophet Muhammad. It is suitable with the most favorite activities by the
students as the result of questionnaires. It shows that 68.3% of students prefer
pronouncing vocabularies and 65% of students like to translate vocabularies. This
data may become references and evaluation for the ESP lecturer to overcome the

students’ problem in learning English (Bleich in Bouchrika, 2021).

Lastly, the researcher has arranged a recommendation of lesson plan for
English for Islamic Studies subject. Overall, the contents of the lesson plan have
fulfilled the students’ need, they are learning achievements, learning materials,
learning sources, media and learning facilities, learning assessment, learning
metdosd, assigments, obstacles, and hope. This way has to be considered in order
to build the students motivation to learn English and construct relationship

between what they learn and use in their academic and professional life.
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CHAPTER V

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION

A. Conclusion
Based on the results of the research above regarding the need analysis of
non-English study programs students in learning English at STAIN Majene, it can
be concluded that the learning materials needed by students of the second
semester of Islamic education study programs are students who need speaking
(81.3%), reading (7.3%). %) and writing (8.1%). While the topics needed by
students are ablution, pillars of faith, pillars of islam, halal food fasting, daily
greetings, Allah is one, filial piety to parents, good manners, and Prophet
Muhammad. In addition to the topic of Islam, the lecturer also provides additional
material that will be useful for students in the future, such as how to make a CV,
job applications, lecturer biographies and question words for interviews.
B. Suggestion
Based on the results of the research, discussion, and conclusions above, the
authors provide suggestions to the head of the Islamic education study program,
students, ESP lecturers, and further researchers.
1. For the head of the Islamic education study program
After the researchers conducted research related to the needs of students

in learning English, the researchers hoped that the head of the Islamic
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education study program would prepare RPS according to the needs of
students so that the learning process was more focused and carried out well.

2. For second semester Islamic education students STAIN Majene

After knowing the students' problems in learning English for Islamic
studies at STAIN Majene, the researchers gave advice to students to take
part in learning English well in part 1 which was obtained during semester
1. That's because for optimization in learning English for Islamic studies
which has a level of difficulty more.

3. For lecturers

For advice to lecturers, the researcher divides it into 2 parts, namely
suggestions for basic of English lecturers and ESP lecturers. For lecturers
who teach English for Basic, the researcher hopes that the lecturers ensure
that students have mastered the basic English material after studying the
course. So that students have no difficulty when taking English for Islamic
Studies courses. For ESP lecturers, researchers expect ESP lecturers to
provide appropriate learning materials to students by following the RPS
provided by the department.

4. For the next researcher
The researcher hopes that this research can be a reference for future

researchers.
