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ABSTRACT

Title : A Comparative Study on Students' Interest in Learning

Foreign Language: English and Arabic

One of the phenomena that occurs among students attending Islamic
education is the difference in students' interest in foreign languages, namely Arabic
and English. In general, these two languages are important languages to master as
universal languages. There are different opinions about the reasons for the
comparison of students' interest in foreign languages: Arabic and English. This also
happened to students at Madrasah Aliyah (MA) Miftahul Jihad Tande. Therefore,
researcher conducted this research to examine the comparison and causes of the
comparison of students' interest in learning English and Arabic at MA Miftahul
Jihad Tande. In this research, researcher used questionnaires and interview guides
as research instruments. In this research, researcher found that there was a
comparison of students' learning interest in English and Arabic. The research results
showed that there were 5 students who were strongly interested in Arabic and 2
students were strongly interested in English. In the interested category there are 25
students for Arabic and 25 students for English. In the moderately interested
category there are 5 students for English and 2 students for Arabic. Researcher also
found that there were 4 factors were causing the comparison of students' interest in
learning, namely: (1) interest in learning, (2) attention to learning, (3) motivation to
learn, and (4) knowledge. Through this research, researcher hope that teachers can
provide foreign language learning to students and students can learn foreign
languages according to their interests so that students' foreign language mastery can
be more optimal.

Salah satu fenomena yang terjadi di kalangan pelajar yang mengikuti pendidikan
Islam adalah adanya perbedaan minat pelajar terhadap bahasa asing yaitu bahasa
Arab dan bahasa Inggris. Padahal secara umum kedua bahasa ini merupakan bahasa
yang penting untuk dikuasai sebagai bahasa universal. Terdapat perbedaan
pendapat mengenai alasan perbandingan minat siswa terhadap bahasa asing: Arab
dan Inggris. Hal serupa juga terjadi pada siswa Madrasah Aliyah (MA) Miftahul

Jihad Tande. Oleh karena itu, peneliti melakukan penelitian ini untuk mengkaji
perbandingan dan penyebab perbandingan minat siswa dalam belajar bahasa Inggris dan
bahasa Arab di MA Miftahul Jihad Tande. Dalam penelitian ini, peneliti menggunakan

kuesioner dan pedoman wawancara sebagai instrumen penelitian. Dalam penelitian ini
peneliti menemukan adanya perbandingan minat belajar siswa terhadap bahasa Inggris

dan bahasa Arab. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan terdapat 5 siswa yang sangat tertarik
dengan bahasa Arab dan 2 siswa yang sangat tertarik dengan bahasa Inggris. Pada
kategori berminat terdapat 25 siswa untuk bahasa Arab dan 25 siswa untuk bahasa
Inggris. Pada kategori cukup berminat terdapat 5 siswa untuk bahasa Inggris dan 2 siswa
untuk bahasa Arab. Peneliti juga menemukan ada 4 faktor penyebab terjadinya
perbandingan minat belajar siswa, yaitu: (1) minat belajar, (2) perhatian belajar, (3)
motivasi belajar, dan (4) pengetahuan. Melalui penelitian ini peneliti berharap guru dapat
memberikan pembelajaran bahasa asing kepada siswa dan siswa dapat mempelajari
bahasa asing sesuai minatnya sehingga penguasaan bahasa asing siswa dapat lebih
optimal.

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CHAPTER1

INTRODUCTION

A. Research Background

The importance of mastering a foreign language is no longer
something that needs to be debated. Foreign language has several very
important roles in several aspects of life such as education, travel, and work
(Hubackova, 2017). Therefore, it is fitting for everyone to have the ability
to use a foreign language.

The importance of foreign languages is also a consideration in
Indonesia in setting policies, especially in education policies (Khosiyono,
2018) . One of the policies shows that a foreign language can be used as the
language of instruction both in language lessons and in others. This is based
on Article 33 paragraph (3) of Law no. 20/2003 which reads, "Foreign
languages can be used as the language of instruction in certain educational
units to support students' foreign language skills."

In Indonesia, one of the most commonly studied foreign languages
is English. English has been included as one of the compulsory subjects
starting from high school to university and even in elementary school
(Maduwu, 2016). In addition, one of the foreign languages that is also
popular in education in Indonesia is Arabic, especially in educational

institutions based on Islam (Muradi, 2014) .
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As an international language, English has several important roles
including for educational needs such as making it easier to get study
materials and written publications, useful when traveling and watching
movies, and for business purposes and international relations (Ilyosovna,
2020). In addition, Arabic is no less important. Soso (2019) explained that
Arabic is a very useful language because it is the same language used in the
Qur'an and Sunnabh.

From here the researcher saw that the two languages have a very
big role for many people including students. Mastery of these two
languages can be self-development for each individual, not only for worldly
needs but for spiritual needs as well.

One of the things that influence the mastery of a foreign language is
interest. Renninger & Bachrach (2015) stated that one's interests have a
positive influence on student learning motivation. So that students who are
motivated to learn something will find it easier to achieve learning targets
(Purnama et al., 2019).

According to Harackiewicz & Knogler (2017), interest is a person's
interest in objects or activities that tends to last for a long time. Interest in
learning is a way that a person tends to choose to receive information from
the environment and process this information (Khikmawati et al., 2021).
Triarisanti & Purnawarman (2019) also stated that interest in learning has
a significant influence on student learning outcomes. Therefore, interest

has an important role for students in learning.



Based on this explanation, interest also has an important role in
mastering Arabic and English. However, based on pre-observations
conducted by researcher at one of the Islamic boarding schools in Majene,
namely Miftahul Jihad Tande Islamic boarding school, researcher found
that students' interest in learning the two languages was different. Even
though these two languages have become compulsory subjects in schools
and have also been studied by students, the researcher found that there
were still students who were more interested in learning Arabic and there
were also students who were more interested in learning English.

Based on initial interviews with several teachers, the researcher
found that some students were more interested in learning Arabic because
according to them, learning and exploring Arabic was more important
because it had something to do with their religion and background, namely
Islam . Even though English is also important for those who focus on
Islamic religious knowledge. Mohd-Asraf (2005) stated that although
English is the language of westerners, it does not conflict with Islamic
values and it can help Muslims gain broader knowledge.

The phenomenon of differences in student interest in certain
subjects is a natural thing because interest is personal. It is in line with
Jahja (2011) , he stated that everyone has different interests. These
differences can be influenced by several factors. These factors can come

from within or outside a person (Slameto, 1991).



Therefore, based on the phenomenon differences in student learning
interests , researchers interested in comparing and studying the factors
that influence the interest in learning foreign languages in Miftahul Jihad
Tande Islamic Boarding School students, especially in learning English and
Arabic. This research is expected to be a consideration to determine the
focus of student learning. In addition, this can also be used as a
consideration for strengthening the mastery of foreign languages, namely
Arabic and English at the pesantren. So, the researcher conduct a study
entitled “ A Comparative Study on Students' Interest in Learning Foreign
Language: English and Arabic ”

B. Research Problems

Based on the background above, the formulation of the problem is

found as follows:
1. How is the comparison of interest in learning foreign language: English and
Arabic?
2. What are the factors that cause a comparison of interest in learning foreign
language: English and Arabic?
C. Research Objectives

Based on the research questions above, there are two objectives of this
research, namely:

1. To find out the comparison of interest in learning foreign languages: English

and Arabic.



2. To find out what are the factors that cause a comparison of interest in

learning foreign languages: English and Arabic.

D. Research Significances
1. Theoretically
a) Researcher can gain new knowledge and can use this as a reference for
further research
b) The researcher who conducted similar research can use this research as
a reference and guide to conduct their reserach.
2. Practically
a) For institutions, it is hoped that the results of this research can provide
a better change discourse so that the desired educational goals can be
achieved.
b) For teachers / coaches, as moral assistance to teachers / coaches so that
they can carry out their duties as professional teachers.
c) For students, so that students can be motivated in learning so as to
improve their learning outcomes.
E. Research Scope
The focus of this research is to compare the interest of the Miftahul
Jihad Tande Islamic Boarding School students between English and
Arabic. This study explained in detail the factors that influence the interest
in learning foreign languages of the Miftahul Jihad Tande Islamic
Boarding School students. So, this research involved the students of MA
Miftahul Jihad Tande as research objects. In this study, researcher

looking for factors that influence



interest in learning foreign languages: English and Arabic, so that in the
future MA Miftahul Jihad Tande students can explore interests or talents

in foreign languages and determine their learning focus.
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CHAPTER 11

LITERATURE REVIEW

A. Previous Related Studies

The following are some notes from previous researchers' research
work Yusuf et al., (2020) —University Students’ Motivation in Learning
Arabic and English as Foreign Languages in Acehl. This study explores the
motivational types of English and Arabic language students majoring in a
state Islamic university in Banda Aceh, Indonesia. Questionnaires were
given to 30 English majors and 30 Arabic majors to measure the level and
type of student learning motivation. The study results show that students
majoring in English are interested in learning English because they want to
know and use it to interact with other speakers of this language. In the same
way, students majoring in Arabic are also encouraged to learn Arabic to
become knowledgeable in Arabic, to use it to interact with others who speak
this language, and to increase their appreciation of Arabic art and
literature.

Nailufar (2018) in his research entitled " Analysis of Motivations to
Study English and Arabic". This study tries to discover whether there are
similarities or differences in the types of primary motivation used by
students from each of these majors. The research results were based on a
questionnaire survey and used qualitative research procedures to obtain
data. In collecting data, questionnaires were given to 30 students majoring
in English and 30 students majoring in Arabic at UIN Ar-Raniry who

were randomly selected. .
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Based on these results, students majoring in English and students majoring
in Arabic at UIN Ar-Raniry have similarities in the motivation that drives
them to learn L2, the target language of their choice. Students in both
majors are more driven by integrative motivation than instrumental
motivation.

Furthermore, Mudhsh (2021), in his research entitled "A
Comparative Study of Tense and Aspect Categories in Arabic and English"'.
In this research, the researcher compares and analyzes tenses and aspects
in Arabic and English. Comparisons and analyses are based on qualitative
methods that rely only on current and previous research. In addition, this
comparison and analysis assumes many differences in tense and aspect
categories in Arabic and English in terms of their form, function, and use.
Furthermore, Arabic views temporality through differentiating aspects of
perfect versus imperfect categories.

The similarities and differences between this research and several
studies described above: The similarity in this research is that it examines
the study of English and Arabic. Meanwhile, the difference in this research
is that the researchers conducted research with a different focus. The
findings from several researchers above focus on motivation and tenses. In
this research, researchers compared students' learning interests in studying
English and Arabic. Therefore, researchers focused on observing Islamic
boarding school students. This research was conducted at the Miftahul

Jihad Tande Islamic Boarding School.
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B. Pertinent ldeas
1. Interest in learning

Krapp (2002) believes that Interest has many positive effects on
the learning process and outcomes; a high level of Interest will cause the
level of attention and level of readiness of students to be involved in the
learning object, thereby creating the possibility of success in learning
(Krapp, 1999). Furthermore, Dewey (1913) discussed the importance of
Interest and proposed two factors in building Interest: identification and
application. Dewey argued that if students recognize and identify
themselves with learning activities, students will devote all their attention
to the learning process. Therefore, Dewey proposed that a better way to
teach is to arouse students' Interest rather than forcing students to work
hard.

The definition of interest is a feeling of preference, interest,
attention, focus, persistence, effort, knowledge, skills, motivation,
behavior regulator, and the results of a person or individual's interaction
with certain content or activities (Schiefele, 2001). Interests positively
influence academic learning, science and certain fields of study for
individuals (Ainley et al., 2002). Interest can influence three important
aspects of a person's knowledge, namely attention, goals and level of
learning (Wang & Adesope, 2016). In contrast to motivation, which is
only a factor driving knowledge, interest is not only a factor driving
knowledge but also a factor driving attitudes (Hidi, 2006). aFurthermore,
interest in learning is an attitude of obedience to learning activities,

both regarding planning study
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schedules and taking the initiative to carry out these efforts seriously
(Boekaerts & Boscolo, 2002). The concept of interest consists of
individual interest and situational (Ainley et al., 2002). Individual interest
is a deep interest in a field or activity that arises based on existing
knowledge, emotions, and personal experiences and is an internal desire
to understand, thereby giving rise to new experiences. Furthermore,
situational interest arises spontaneously temporarily, and there is
curiosity that is inspired or influenced by the environment. Ainley (2012)
stated three models as factors that differentiate situational interest:
triggering situational interest, maintaining situational interest regarding
feelings, and maintaining situational interest as a value.
. Factors Causing Comparison of Interest in Learning

Factors that influence interest for students to be interested in
learning, several factors are related to interest. Teachers must always try
to arouse students' interest so that learning is fun and students can
achieve good results. According to Simbolon (2014), three factors
underlie the emergence of interest, namely 1) internal encouragement
factors, 2) social motivation factors, and 3) emotional factors. Based on
the opinion above, interest in learning comes not only from within the
student but also from outside the student or what are called external
factors. Student success is influenced by many factors from within and
outside the student. Factors encouragement from within emerged from
himself. As far as possible, teachers must generate encouragement from

within students during learning,
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for example, linking learning to students' interests or needs—external
factors such as learning facilities, teacher teaching methods, feedback
systems, etc. Factors from students include intelligence, learning
strategies, Motivation, interest in learning and so on. Motivation is a
driving force for Nailufar (2018). Motivation is closely related to the goals
to be achieved by individuals who learn. If someone studying realizes that
the goals they want to achieve benefit them, then the Motivation to learn
will emerge strongly.

Interest in learning can be measured through 4 indicators
Slameto

(1991):
a. Interest in Learning
Interest in learning means that if someone is interested in a
lesson, then he will have feelings of interest. He will study diligently
and continue to understand all knowledge related to that field; he will
take part in lessons enthusiastically and without any burden.
b. Attention in Learning
Attention is the concentration or activity of a person's soul
towards observation, understanding or something else to the exclusion
of other things besides that. So, students will pay attention to learning
if their souls and minds are focused on what they are learning.
c. Motivation in Learning
Motivation is a conscious effort or driving force to carry out
learning actions and realize directed behavior to achieve the expected

goals in learning interaction situations.
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d. Knowledge
Knowledge means that if someone is interested in a lesson then
he will have extensive knowledge about it and how this learning
benefits in everyday life.
According to Amjah (2014), several factors that influence
students' interest in learning are as follows:
a. Motivate and Dream
Motivation is the driving force of a conscious effort to
influence a person's behavior so that his heart is moved to act to do
something to achieve certain results or goals. Based on the quote
above, motivation is a person's driving force in carrying out activities
to achieve the expected results.
b. Family
The family is the first and foremost centre of education
because most of a student's life is within the family environment. It is
natural for families, especially parents, to care for and guide children
with love. Parents play a role in determining their child's future.
Physically so that their children grow up healthy, and mentally,
children grow smart. In this case, parents need to encourage interest
in learning so that their children are smart. Parents provide education
and attention according to their child's development. The obligation
and responsibility that lies with parents to educate their children
comes naturally. The love that exists in parents is true love. In this

way, families can increase students' interest in
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learning. Family circumstances and home conditions also influence a
student's interest. A calm, peaceful, serene and pleasant family
atmosphere will support students' interest in studying at home.
. The Role of the Teacher

Teachers are agents of renewal. As a learning facilitator, the
teacher creates conditions that inspire and make learning easy for
students. Teachers understand the unique characteristics and strive to
meet the special educational needs of each student with interests and
potential that need to be realized optimally.
. Facilities and Infrastructure

The facilities in the school environment support students'
interest in learning, whereas the lack of available facilities makes
students less interested in learning.
. Social Friends

Friends at school and in the neighbourhood can also affect
students' interesting in learning. If friends have an interest in learning
and high motivation in learning, then the interests of other friends can

also influence it.

. Mass Media

Mass Media Various types of mass media, such as television,
radio, visual video and other print media such as reading books,
magazines and newspapers, can also affect students' learning

interests.
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According to Harackiewicz et al. (2008), much interest in student
learning can be measured through liking, interest, attention and
involvement. Enjoyment can be seen from the enthusiasm of students in
taking lessons. Interest can be measured from a person's response to
something. Attention can be measured if someone is serious during the
learning process. Attention arises driven by curiosity. Attention is the
concentration of psychic energy, thoughts, and feelings towards an
object. Students interested in an object will pay greater attention to the
material they are studying. Wulf (2007), the more focused a person's
attention is on learning, the better the learning process, and the results
will be even better. Based on the description above, the teacher must
always keep students' attention focused on the lesson. The teacher's
efforts to grow and increase students' attention to lessons can be made in
various ways, namely linking lessons to students' experiences, needs,
aspirations, talents or interests. Thus, students will be interested in
studying well and obtaining good learning outcomes. For example, the
teacher uses fun learning to attract students' attention by creating varied
learning situations. Study with full attention to the lessons learned, the
learning process and results will improve. Therefore, this curiosity needs
to be stimulated so that students will pay attention, and this attention
will be maintained during learning even longer. Students' interest will be
maintained if they consider what is learned to meet personal needs or

be useful and follow their values. Feeling
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competent or capable is the potential to interact positively with

the environment.
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CHAPTER III

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

This research be able to reveal various descriptive qualitative data that are
able to provide a picture of social reality as it is and is relatively intact. In this study,
the researcher attempted to describe the comparison of interest in learning foreign
languages: English and Arabic at the Miftahul Jihad Tande Islamic boarding school
students.

A. Research Method

The approach used in this study is a mixed method. Mixed method
research design is a procedure for collecting, analyzing, and —mixing|
quantitative and qualitative methods in a study to understand the problem in
research. This approach is carried out in combination with the aim of providing
a better understanding of the problems and research questions than if done
separately or individually.

Based on the description above, the researcher using mixed method
research where the data collection is conducted by using questionnaires and
interview to find comparison and factors that influence interest in learning
foreign language: English and Arabic. The researcher focus on finding out
students’ perceptions toward interest in learning foreign language: English and
Arabic at Miftahul Jihad Tande Islamic Boarding School. So, it is accessible to

determine the students’ perceptions as a purpose of this research.
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Research Subject

Researcher conducted this research in grade X and grade XI, at MA
Miftahul Jihad Tande. Researcher chose the research location because students
at MA studied foreign languages, namely Arabic and English. There are 17
students in grade X and 15 students in grade XI. So, the total respondents are
32 students. The respondents were given a questionnaire related to their interest
in learning English and Arabic to determine comparison in respondents' interest
in these foreign languages. Apart from that, the researcher also selected several
of these respondents as participants to find out the causes of comparisons in
interest in learning English and Arabic. The selection of participants was carried
out based on several criteria, firstly students who had the highest and lowest
scores on English interest questionnaire, secondly students who had the highest
and lowest scores on the Arabic interest questionnaire, thirdly students who had
a higher English interest score than Arabic scores and students who have Arabic
interest scores are higher than English scores.
Research Instruments
1. Questionnaire

Questionnaire is data collection techniques by asking written questions
to be answered in writing as well by 32 respondents. The questionnaire is a
collection of written question that are used to obtain information from

populations about themselves or thing they know.
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2. Interview

An interview is the giving of questions directly to 10 respondents who
have been selected through a questionnaire to obtain answers to research
problems so that the data obtained is valid and reliable. In conducting these
interviews, the researcher listened carefully and recorded comments made
during the interview. By conducting interviews, researcher get more
information to support the research data needed. The purpose of the interview
is to find out what factors cause a comparison of interest in learning foreign

languages: English and Arabic.

D. Data Collection Techniques
1. Questionnaires are collection of written question that are used to obtain
information from 32 respondets about themselves or things they know. The
questionnaire be administered in the following steps:

a. In the first step, the researcher develops a research questionnaire adapted
from questionnaires that have been conducted by previous studies which
have certainly been validated.

b. The next step is that the researcher testing the wvalidity of the
questionnaire by asking the lecturer to verify the questionnaire, this aims
to ascertain whether the question item provided by the research are
appropriate.

c. After that, the researcher will create an questionnaire through a sheet.

Then the researcher distributed a questionnaire containing 30 items

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when conducting research in the field, as a data collection process
containing answers from all respondents.

d. Then, the researcher collecting the result of the questionnaire then has
been answered by the respondents, then analyze it.

2. The following are the stages that the researcher carried out to obtain
interview results:

a. Gave 7 questions directly to several respondents to obtain answers to
research problems so that the data obtained was valid and reliable.

b. Then, the researcher listened carefully and recorded comments made
during the interview. By conducting interviews, researchers get more
information to support the research data needed.

c. Next, adjust the interview results based on any factors that cause a

comparison of interest in learning foreign languages: English and Arabic.

E. Data Analysis Techniques
This study uses two data research techniques, namely qualitative and
quantitative data research by (Sugiyono, 2021). Qualitative data obtain from
interview, quantitative data obtain from questionnaires.
1. Questionnaire’s Data
Data analysis techniques using a likert scale. Respondents be asked
to state their ability and inability to answer statements in four categories,

namely:

To interpret the students’ responses, the researcher using the
interval estimate. The interval estimation is used to measure the parameter
of population based on the score of rates interval sample data that has 22
intervals estimate each level. In this case, the rating score ranged from 30 to
120 and the questionnaire levels be 4 levels or 4 categories. Thus, the
researcher started to measure the score of uninterested to strongly interested.
Therefore, the researcher used 22 intervals estimate and as well a large
enough score to minimize the error level or insignificant scores in
measuring. To determine this interval, researcher used the following

formula.

Interview’s Data

In analyzing the collected data, researchers used a qualitative
descriptive analysis. With the qualitative descriptive method, the data

analysis technique is carried out through 3 stages, namely:

a) Data reduction

Data reduction is the process of selecting, focusing on
simplification, summarizing, taking the main and important data, and
categorizing the raw data that emerges from written records in the field.
Thus the reduced data provide a clear picture, and make it easier for

researchers to collect data.
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b) Data Presentation

Presentation of data, namely the preparation of complex
information into a systematic form, so that it becomes more selective
and simple and provides the possibility of drawing data conclusions
and taking action. With the process of presenting this data, the
researcher is ready with simplified data and produces systematic
information.

Conclusion

The conclusion is the final stage in the data analysis process. In this
section, the researcher draws conclusions from the data that has been
obtained from observation, interviews, questionnaire, and
documentation. With the conclusion of the research, it feeling perfect

because the data produced is truly wvalid or maximum.
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CHAPTER IV
FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION

In this chapter the researcher explains and discusses the research results
found at the research location. There are two points that the researcher explains in
this chapter, first, namely the comparison in students' interest in learning at
Madarasah Aliya (MA) Miftahul Jihad Tande towards English and Arabic, second,
namely the factors that cause comparisons in students' interest in learning towards

these foreign languages.

A. Findings
1. The Comparison of Interest in Learning Foreign Language: English and
Arabic

To find out the comparison of students' interest in learning foreign
languages, namely English and Arabic, researcher has distributed
questionnaires to 32 respondents consisting of students from class X to
class XI at MA Miftahul Jihad Tande. The questionnaire distribution
process carried out on November 9, 2023.

When completing the questionnaire, respondents chose one answer
from 4 options, namely strongly agree, agree, moderately agree, and
disagree with the statement contained in the questionnaire. These choices
have a score that the researcher has determined. Below is the score for each

statement item.

Table 4.1 is used as a reference to determine the score obtained by
each respondent for each statement item. Based on the table, there are two
types of statements used in the questionnaire, namely positive statements
and negative statements. Both have the same score range, namely 1 — 4. In
the positive statement strongly agree has a score of 4, agree has a score of
3, moderately agree has a score of 2, and disagree has a score of 1.

also interested in learning Arabic.

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Diagram 4. 3. shows that there are differences in students'
interest in learning English and Arabic. The diagram shows that the
number of

students who are strongly interested in Arabic is higher than English,
namely 5 people, while those who are strongly interested in Arabic are 2
people. However, the number of students in the interested category in
English and Arabic lessons is same, namely 25 people. And in the
moderately interested category there are 5 students in English subjects and
2 students in Arabic subjects.
The Factors that Cause Comparison of Interest in Learning Foreign
Language: English And Arabic

Through the results of a questionnaire that the researcher has
distributed in grades X and XI students at MA Miftahul Jihad Tande. The
researcher interviewed 6 students on September 20 2023, to find out the
factors causing students' Interest in Arabic and English/Arabic lessons. The
respondents selected were respondent 16 who had the highest interest score
in English, respondent 4 and respondent 32 who had the highest score in
Arabic, respondent 16 and respondent 32 who were very interested in
English and Arabic, respondent 6 who was interested in Arabic but
moderately interested to English, respondent 21 who was interested in
English but had the lowest interest score in Arabic, and respondent 23 who
had the lowest interest score in English.

Based on interviews with selected respondents there are several

factors that researchers found that are follows.
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a. Interest in Learning
The results of interviews that the researcher conducted with students
who are most interested in learning Arabic stated that they liked Arabic
language lessons. Like the statement below:
Datum 1: “saya suka pelajaran bahasa arab karena

saya senang cara menghapal kosakata
dalam bahasa arab itu mudah”™

“I like studying Arabic because I like how
easy it is to memorize vocabulary in Arabic”
(respondent 4).

According to the student, she likes Arabic lessons because she find
it easy to memorize the vocabulary. The results of the questionnaire
also show that item 1 which contains the statement happy with Arabic
or English shows that more respondents strongly agree with Arabic
than English. Another student said that he also liked Arabic lessons.
Like the statement below:

Datum 2: “saya menyukai pelajaran bahasa arab
karena bahasa arab merupakan bahasa Al-
Qur’an”
“I like studying Arabic because Arabic is
the language of Al-Qur’an” (respondent
32).

Al-Qur’an is the guidance of life for Muslims, and this is what
causes the respondent to like Arabic language lessons.

Furthermore, the researcher also interviewed students with different

interests, namely, Interest in learning English and Arabic. The student

said he liked English and Arabic lessons. Like the statement below:
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Datum 3: “saya suka belajar bahasa Inggris dan
bahasa Arab karena mudah bagi saya
untuk meghapal kosakata dan membuat
kalimat dalam bahasa Inggris dan bahasa
Arab”

“I like learning English and Arabic because
it is easy for me to memorize vocabulary
and make sentences in English and
Arabic” (respondent 16).

The reason why the student like English and Arabic lessons is
because English and Arabic is an easy lesson for them. Meanwhile,
other students stated that they also liked English and Arabic lessons.
Like the statement below:

Datum 4: “saya suka pelajaran bahasa Inggris dan
Arab karena saya senang dengan berbicara

dalam bahasa Inggris dan Arab, menyusun
kalimat, dan menghapal kosakata™

“I like English/Arabic lessons because [
enjoy speaking English/Arabic,
constructing sentences, and memorizing
vocabulary” (respondent 32).

The student is happy with English/Arabic because he likes
pronunciation, arranging sentences, and memorizing vocabulary in
English/Arabic. This statement is in line with the results of the
questionnaire in item 3 which contains students' enthusiasm for Arabic
and English, which shows that the majority of students are enthusiastic
about learning Arabic and English.

From the statements above, several students represent other students
to avoid boring answers. The researcher concluded that students have

an interest in learning different languages, but the
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factors that cause Interest in learning each foreign language are
similar.
Attention Learning

The results of interviews with Arabic language students who have
an interest in learning a foreign language. The student said that he had
attention Learning Arabic. Like the statement below:

Datum 1: “proses Belajar dikelas kami cukup baik, dan
guru yang mengajar dikelas kami sangat
baik dalam menjelaskan materi tentang
pelajaran bahasa arab”

“The learning process in our class is quite
good, and the teacher who teaches in our
class is very good at explaining material
about  Arabic  language  lessons”
(respondent 4).

Students said that the learning process in class was quite good,
because the teacher was able to make students understand the material
he was presenting. Other students also pay attention to studying

Arabic. Like the statement below:

Datum 2: “saya menyukai proses Belajar dikelas saya
dan proses Belajar dikelas saya juga baik.
Tapi kadang saya sedikit kurang suka jika
guru banyak bercerita, saya lebih suka jika
guru langsung ke materi pelajaran saja”

“I like the learning process in my class and
the learning process in my class is also good.
But sometimes I do not like it when the
teacher talks a lot. I prefer it if the teacher
goes straight to the lesson material”
(respondent 6).
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The opinion of students is that they prefer teachers if they do not
beat around the bush when teaching. Students prefer it if the teacher
only discusses the subject matter. In the questionnaire it was also found
that more students listened carefully to English lessons than Arabic.

One of the expressions from students who pay attention to the learning

process in English class.

Datum 3: “Alhamdulillah, proses belajar cukup baik
karena cara guru dalam menjelaskan
materi sangat bagus membuat kami mudah
mengerti”

“Thank God, the learning process was
quite good because the teacher's way of
explaining the material was very good,
making it easy for us to understand”
(respondent 21).

Attention to lessons makes students know how the teacher presents
material in class. Some students also pay attention to learning. Like the

statement below:

Datum 4: “Alhamdulillah,proses belajar lancar.
Karena guru menjelaskan materi dengan
bahasa yang baik membuat kami mudah
memahami apa yang guru ajarkan”

“Alhamdulillah, the learning process
went smoothly. Because the teacher
explains the material in good language, it
makes it easy for us to understand what the
teacher is teaching” (respondent 16).

Students say the language the teacher uses in explaining the material
makes it easy for students to understand the material the teacher is

teaching.
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The statements from several students above represent other students
to avoid boring answers. The researcher concluded that students'
attention to learning foreign languages, namely Arabic and English,
each student had great attention to the foreign subjects they were
interested in learning.

Motivation to Learn

The results of interviews with Arabic language students who have
learning Motivation. The student said that he had the Motivation to
learn Arabic. Like the statement below:

Datum 1: “saya selalu menanamkan dalam diri saya

untuk selalu Belajar bahasa arab karena
dengan selalu Belajar maka akan dengan
mudah untuk mengetahui arti dari bahasa
arab”
“I always instil in myself to always learn
Arabic because by always learning it will be
easy to know the meaning of Arabic”
(respondent 4).

Students stated that it was crucial to get used to continuing to study
to make it easier to know Arabic well and correctly. Meanwhile, other
students also have the Motivation to learn Arabic. Like the statement
below:

Datum 2: “saya terinspirasi dari orang-orang
Indonesia yang sangat lancar berbahasa
arab. Saya juga ingin menjadi seperti
mereka”

“I'was inspired by Indonesian people who are

very fluent in Arabic. I also want to be like
them” (respondent 6).
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Seeing that people can do it makes students also want to learn
Arabic.

Based on the results of interviews with English/Arabic students who
are motivated to study English/Arabic subjects. Like the statement
below:

Datum 3: “karena dengan Belajar cara pengucapan
dalam bahasa Inggris/Arab, akan sangat
memudahkan kita dalam  berinteraksi
dengan orang asing yang berasal dari luar
Indonesia. Bahasa Inggris/Arab juga
memudahkan jika kita kuliah diluar negeri”

“Because learning how to pronounce
English/Arabic will really make it easier for
us to interact with foreigners who come
from outside Indonesia. "English/Arabic
also makes it easier if we study abroad”
(respondent 32).

The dream of studying abroad makes students motivated to learn
English/Arabic. Other students also have the Motivation to study
English/Arabic subjects. Like the statement below:

Datum 4: “Belajar bahasa Inggris/Arab membuat saya jadi
mengetahui semua materi yang diajarkan oleh guru”

“Learning English/Arabic makes me know all the
material taught by the teacher” (respondent 16).

Students become motivated because they are proud if they know the
material the teacher teaches in class.

The conclusions from several student interviews above represent
other students to avoid boring answers. The researcher concluded that

the Motivation for learning foreign languages for students in grades
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10 and 11 at MA Miftahul Jihad Tande had similarities between Arabic
and English/Arabic. All students have Motivation that builds their
enthusiasm for learning in order to get the results they want.
Knowledge

The following are the results of interviews with students who know
Arabic language subjects. Like the statement below:

Datum 1: “materi yang saya sangat senangi dalam
bahasa arab adalah materi tentang
percakapan dan kosakata. Saya juga sangat
senang mempelajari berbagai macam fi’il.
Saya juga biasa membaca menggunakan
buku paket dari sekolah™

“The material that I really enjoy in Arabic
is material about conversation and
vocabulary. I also really enjoy learning
various kinds of Fi'il. I also usually read
using textbooks from school” (respondent
23).

Knowledge of conversational material, vocabulary and Fi'il makes
students very interested in learning Arabic. This statement is different
from several students who stated that they did not have time to read
Arabic textbooks because they were busy with other work. Some
students know other Arabic language lessons. Like the statement
below:

Datum 2: “materi bahasa arab yang saya paling
tertarik adalah mudhof ilaih karena

pelajaran yang sangat rumit membuat saya
Jjadi tertantang untuk mempelajarinya”

“The Arabic language material that I am
most interested in is Mudhof Ilaih because
the lesson is very complicated, making it

iy
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challenging for me to learn it” (respondent
0).

Because they like challenges, these students like Arabic language
subject matter, which is considered problematic.

The results of interviews with English/Arabic students were to
determine their Knowledge of English/Arabic language material. Like

the statement below:

Datum 3: “saya senang dengan menghapal kosakata
dan materi merangkai kata. Biasanya jika
waktu senggang saya Belajar
menggunakan buku paket sekolah”

“I enjoy memorizing vocabulary and word-
stringing material. Usually, in my free time,

[ study using school textbooks” (respondent
16).

Because they are happy with memorizing and putting words
together, it makes students understand the subject matter more deeply.

Other students also have material knowledge. Like the statement

below:

Datum 4: “saya sangat menyukai pelajaran asking for
suggestion dengan asking for question”

“I really like the lesson of asking for
suggestions with asking for questions”
(respondent 32).
The material that students mentioned makes students really enjoy
studying English/Arabic lessons.

Based on the results of interviews with several students representing

other students to avoid boring answers. The researcher
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concluded that students have different understandings of the material

according to each student's abilities and interests.

B. Discussion

In the findings of this research, the researcher found a comparison of interest
in learning foreign languages and factors that caused a comparison of interest
in learning foreign languages in grades X and XI in MA Miftahul Jihad Tande.
The results of the questionnaire show that there is a difference in the interest in
learning of students in grades X and XI at MA Miftahul Jihad Tande, with a
total population of 32 students. It was found that 6 students are strongly
interested in Arabic, 24 students being interested and 2 students being
moderately interested. And there are 2 students who are strongly interested, 25
students are interested, 5 students are moderately interested. Based on the
results of the questionnaire, the researcher concluded that students in grades X
and XI at the MA Miftahul Jihad Tande Islamic boarding school had more
interest in learning Arabic compared to English. This is in line with research
conducted by Nailufar (2018) regarding the comparison of motivation of Arabic
and English students. The findings show that integrative motivation is more
dominantly used than instrumental motivation by students majoring in
English/Arabic or Arabic at UIN Ar Raniry in learning their target language.

Based on the results of the questionnaire, the researcher interviewed 5

students interested in Arabic and 5 students interested in English/Arabic. The
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results of the interview found 4 factors causing the comparison of students'

interest in learning, namely as follows:

1.

Interest in Learning

The researcher concluded that students have an interest in learning
different languages, but the factors that cause interest in learning each
foreign language are similar. Arabic language students are interested in
Arabic language lessons because they think Arabic language lessons are
easy, just as English/Arabic students are interested in English/Arabic. After
all, they think English/Arabic is a fun and easy-to-understand subject. As
Slameto (1991) argues, if students are interested in a lesson, they will study
diligently and continue to understand all the knowledge related to that field.
Students will take part in the lesson enthusiastically and without any
burden.
Attention Learning

The researcher concluded that students' attention to learning foreign
languages, namely Arabic and English/Arabic, each student had great
attention to the foreign subjects they were interested in learning. This is in
line with the opinion of Slameto (1991) that if students pay attention to
learning, then students will pay attention to learning if their souls and minds
are focused on what they are learning. Attention Students' learning Arabic
and English/Arabic is also influenced by the way the teacher teaches the

material in the classroom. According to
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Amjah (2014), the role of the teacher as a learning facilitator the teacher
creates conditions that inspire and make learning easy for students.
Motivation to Learn

The researcher concluded that the Motivation for learning foreign
languages in grades 10 and 11 at MA Miftahul Jihad Tande had similarities
between Arabic and English/Arabic. All students have Motivation that
builds their enthusiasm for learning in order to get the results they want—
moved to do something to achieve specific results or goals. Motivation is
the driving force of a conscious effort to influence a person's behaviour so
that his heart is moved to act to do something to achieve specific results or
goals. Motivation is the driving force of a conscious effort to influence a
person's behaviour so that his heart is moved to act to do something to
achieve specific results or goals (Amjah 2014). Slameto (1991) Students'
learning motivation to carry out learning actions and realize directed
behaviour to achieve the expected goals in learning interaction situations.

Based on research conducted by Yusuf et al. (2020) researchers
found that students are interested in studying Arabic and English because
they want to be able to use these languages to talk to people who speak
Arabic and English. In this study, researchers also found that students were
interested in learning Arabic and English because they were encouraged to

use Arabic and English to communicate with people outside.
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4. Knowledge

The researcher concluded that students have different
understandings of the material according to each student's abilities and
interests, namely Arabic and English/Arabic. If someone is interested in a
lesson, then he will have extensive knowledge about it and how the learning
benefits in everyday life (Slameto 1991). Arabic and English/Arabic
students usually enrich their knowledge using books provided by the school
and also books owned by the students themselves. According to Amjah
(2014), the facilities in the school environment support students' interest in
learning, whereas the lack of available facilities makes students less

interested in learning.
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CHAPTER V
CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION

A. Conclusions

In the findings of this research, the researcher found a comparison of interest
in learning foreign languages and factors that caused a comparison of interest in
learning foreign languages in grades X and XI in MA Miftahul Jihad Tande. The
results of the questionnaire show that there is a difference in the interest in
learning of students in grades X and XI at MA Miftahul Jihad Tande, with a
total respondets of 32 students. The research results showed that there were 5
students who were strongly interested in Arabic and 2 students were strongly
interested in English. In the interested category there are 25 students for Arabic
and 25 students for English. In the moderately interested category there are 5
students for English and 2 students for Arabic. Based on these results, it can be
concluded that there is a comparison of MA Miftahul Jihad Tande students'
learning interest categories towards Arabic and English.

Based on the results of interviews, the researcher found that 4 factors were
causing the comparison of students' interest in learning, namely: (1) interest in

learning, (2) attention to learning, (3) motivation to learn, and (4) knowledge.

B. Suggestion

For further researchers, we already know the comparative factors in students'
interest in learning foreign languages: Arabic and English/Arabic. The researcher
hopes that future researchers will find out the comparison of interest in learning with

other foreign languages.
